About Malagsia

Malaysia is located in Southeast Asia, with Thailand

to the north, Singapore and Indonesia to the south, the
Philippines to the east, and the Indian Ocean to the
west. The provinces of Sabah and Sarawak are located
on the north coast of Borneo across the South China

Sea. Malaysia’s climate is tropical and its rich landscape
includes dense jungles, sandy beaches, lush rain forests,
picturesque towns, and the bustling urban metropolis of
the capital city, Kuala Lumpur.

In 1963, Malaysia was formed from the former British
colonies of Malaya, Sabah, Sarawak, and Singapore. In
1965, Singapore broke away and became independent.
Malaysia’s diverse population includes Malays, Chinese,
Indians, indigenous tribal peoples, and other groups.
Muslim mosques stand nearby Buddhist temples and
Hindu shrines. The Malays (55%) are Muslim, the
Chinese and Sinhalese (35%) are generally Buddhist, and
the Indians (10%) are generally Hindu or Muslim.

Malaysia is a constitutional monarchy with nine
hereditary sultans who select the head of state every
five years. The official language is Bahasa Malaysia,
with English spoken widely. Other languages include
Iban, Tamil, and Chinese dialects such as Mandarin,
Cantonese, Hokkien, and Hakka.
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Buddhism in Malagsia

The earliest historical record of Buddhism in the Malay
peninsula is the visit of the Chinese monk Fa Xian in 413
CE. Archaeological artifacts excavated at Kedah (north of
Penang) are evidence of the first phase of Buddhist cultural
development, between the fifth and tenth centuries CE.
The second phase of Buddhist influence dates to Chinese
immigration in the seventeenth century. The current phase
is a flourishing of international influences from Sri Lanka,
Taiwan, and Tibet.
